Experiencing or witnessing the recent critical incident can be distressing.  
It is understandable that you may feel shocked, stressed, sad, exhausted, 
confused, angry, worried or numbed. Your sleep, eating, concentration 
and routines may be a�ected. Most of these responses are helping your 
body and mind to cope with and to make sense of the incident and its 
impact. They are very normal. 

Coping with Acute Stress

• Take a break from things related to the incident from time to time
• Rest yourself in a comfortable position or place
• Relax your body and mind through slow breathing, stretching or meditation
• Talk to friends or people who are supportive and care about you
• If you don’t feel like talking, simply spend time with them (silence is okay) 
• Write, draw or doodle to express yourself
• Give yourself time to process your emotions and thoughts. 

Respect di�erences and be kind to yourself and others.

‧ 如果唔想講野，有人陪嚮身邊有時都幾好 (無野講係完全OK！)

‧ 透過寫下嘢、畫下畫去表達自己

‧ 比自己空間同時去消化你嘅感受同想法
