Weeks of Welcome (WoW) programme is one of CEDARS’s flagship programmes to 

provide a comprehensive induction programme for incoming non-local students.

Skills and experience in leading tours or taking 

interesting photos, and flexibility to work on weekends and in late evenings are 

expected.
